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Animal Welfare

Grant Proposals

Dogs on Deployment
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Our mission is to give military members peace
of mind concerning their pets during their service
commitments by providing them with the ability to
find people and resources able to help them.

Proposal: Nationwide organization that assists military
members and veterans in finding temporary homes for
the pets of military members and veterans when they
are deployed, hospitalized, homeless, or other service-
related circumstances. We also provide financial assistance
for the medical care of these pets.

Noteworthy: We are trying to reduce the number of
pets who are surrendered to local shelters when military
members are deployed and have no one to foster
their pets.

The Horse Shelter
Requested Amount: $15,000

Humane Society of Taos, Inc. dba Stray
Hearts Animal Shelter
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Stray Hearts Animal Shelter is dedicated to interim
compassionate and humane care and rehabilitation for lost
and abandoned canines and felines; protecting animals from
abuse, neglect, and exploitation, and placing them into
responsible and loving homes.

Proposal: To help Taos County residents keep beloved pets
at home and healthy, and to make progress against a high rate
of unwanted litters, Stray Hearts Animal Shelter is outfitting
its surgical suite and improving its capacity to provide
low-cost spay/neuter and other medical services. Funds will
help the Shelter purchase equipment and
supplies for treatment.

Noteworthy: Stray Hearts Animal Shelter serves Taos County,
where many residents are low-income. Cost is cited as
the number one reason for not spaying/neutering, for
surrendering a beloved pet to the Shelter, or simply
abandoning it. We want to help our community’s low-
income residents.

New Mexico Rescue Resources (NMRR)
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The Horse Shelter serves as a sanctuary for
New Mexico’s abandoned, abused, and neglected horses.
Rescued horses will be rehabilitated and adopted out,
whenever possible, to environments that support their
well-being and future long term care.

Proposal: The Horse Shelter requests general operating
funds to help care for the 70-80 rescue horses at our ranch.
In 2015, we were able to adopt 37 horses into new homes
and in turn admit as many, meaning we care for well over
100 horses each year. Our 2015 feed cost alone was $118,000
not to mention costs for veterinary care, training and other
expenses.

Noteworthy: The number of horses in New Mexico in need
of rescue remains high and we are often the last resort and
hope for these horses to save them from starvation or
slaughter. Community support is also exemplified in our
growing volunteer hours, which have reached 795 hours/
month this summer.

Mission: NMRR is an organization of small rescue shelters
that assist in dog and cat rescues in Santa Fe and several
surrounding counties. NMRR ensures uniform protocols for
vetting, licensure, and fostering/adoptions. It also creates
and sustains successful venues for pet adoptions.

Proposal: NMRR requests operational funds: to maintain
and increase the capacity of several small animal rescues
working with high kill shelters in Chaves, Valencia, San
Miguel, Rio Arriba counties; to re-home animals in higher
density areas or transport them to Colorado; to cover
medical and administrative costs; and to provide support
services to foster homes.

Noteworthy: Animal Protection of NM estimates that yearly
135,000 dogs and cats enter animal facilities across the state,
V4 of which are euthanized due to lack of space or homes.
Small-shop rescues save many more, by pulling adoptable
animals and maintaining a network of fosters, adoption
events and transport options.
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ANIMAL WELFARE

Northern New Mexico Street
Homeless Animal Project inc.
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: We assist the street homeless community in
obtaining vet care and supplies for their companion
animal. We work with Smith Vet for spaying and neutering,
vaccinations, routine check-ups, preventive care,
emergency care, surgery, and medications. We work
with Petco to provide food, leashes, and harnesses.

Proposal: Street Homeless Animal Project requests funds
to provide services (veterinary, spay/neuter, shots,
food, leashes, and harnesses) for the companion animals
belonging to homeless men, women and teens on the
streets of Santa Fe, NM. It has been proven that companion
animals provide comfort, emotional stability, and in many
cases are their only family.

Noteworthy: We are trying to meet the needs of the
street homeless community and their companion animals,
numbering approximately 300.

Santa Fe Animal Shelter, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of the Santa Fe Animal Shelter is to
support animals, save lives, and spread compassion.

Proposal: The Santa Fe Animal Shelter humbly requests
funds to support our efforts to save the lives of homeless
animals. We aim to do this by providing medical care and
adoption services for unwanted or abandoned pets, while
also providing free or low-cost veterinary care to families
in our area of operation.

Noteworthy: We've worked to decrease animal homeless-
ness in Santa Fe County by 25% in the last 4 years, a
trend that will only continue. Now we aim to end animal
abandonment. We are providing free behavior consultations
and veterinary care to low-income pet owners to keep
families together.
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The Santa Fe Raptor Center
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The SFRC serves in the rescue, rehabilitation,
and release of native wild birds, with special emphasis
on raptors. Our core mission includes a compelling, hard-
working community education program that utilizes 10
licensed raptors that have been rehabilitated, but can
no longer survive in the wild.

Proposal: The Santa Fe Raptor Center requests funds to help
continue our rescue, rehabilitation, and release of all native,
wild, bird species in New Mexico. Funding also helps keep
our educational program up and running smoothly.

Noteworthy: The Santa Fe Raptor Center (SFRC), cares for
wild, injured and orphaned birds, from hummingbirds
to eagles. SFRC has large flight cages, as well as foster
parent birds. This means that we take birds from all over
the state and care for little ones, from a couple of days
old until release.

Sky Mountain Wild Horse Sanctuary
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Sky Mountain Wild Horse Sanctuary protects wild
horses by providing a haven where threatened mustangs
roam free. We engage in humane, science-based action
to keep mustangs free in the wild.

Proposal: Sky Mountain Wild Horse Sanctuary requests
funds to provide lifetime sanctuary for additional wild
horses and to keep more mustangs free in the wild in
numbers healthy for them and their range by increasing
immunocontraception treatment for wild horses.

Noteworthy: In the recent past in New Mexico, estimates
are that over 1000 mustangs have been rounded up and
removed from the wild, putting them at risk for abuse,
slaughter, or life in holding facilities. Wild horses can be
kept free in the wild through balancing their herd numbers
with immunocontraception.



WildEarth Guardians
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: WildEarth Guardians protects and restores the
wildlife, wild places, wild rivers, and health of the American
West. We take every opportunity to remove the tools of
cruelty—trapping, poisoning, and killing contests—and end
injustices such as the killing of 23,000 NM bobcats over
the last decade.

Proposal: In 2016, WildEarth Guardians elevated its West-
wide campaign against bloody body count wildlife killing
contests. We prioritize opportunities that can spark long-
term systemic change or build momentum toward our
goal of ending killing contests on all public lands. NM is a
campaign focal point as it has more contests than any
other state.

Noteworthy: In New Mexico, animal killing contests are
growing in number and size, due to our vast public lands,
the existence of varied iconic wildlife, and the efforts of
gun manufacturers, gun shops, and big game hunters to

sponsor and advertise killing contests as “fun, family, sport”

targeting kids.

Grant Proposals

Acupuncturists Without Borders
Requested Amount: $10,000

American National Red Cross
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: AWB'’s mission is to interrupt the devastating effects
of trauma with acupuncture, thereby reducing suffering
and helping individuals and communities. AWB provides
disaster relief, recovery, and support to those affected by
human conflict, environmental disasters, poverty, and
social injustice.

Proposal: Acupuncturists Without Borders requests funds
to operate free community-style acupuncture clinics
in partnership with veterans organizations in Santa Fe,
Albuquerque, and northern NM. Since 2006, these free
clinics have been offered to veterans and their families
in response to healthcare inequality experienced by this
underserved population.

Noteworthy: The veteran population of northern NM
counties served exceeds 17,000. The goal of AWB's Veterans
Acupuncture Clinics is to heal trauma, and AWB has
pioneered the use of acupuncture as a safe, effective,
non-pharmacological therapy that fills a treatment gap
in the military medical system.

Adaptive Sports Program New Mexico
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The American Red Cross prevents and alleviates
human suffering in the face of emergencies by mobilizing
the power of volunteers and the generosity of donors.

Proposal: Red Cross has a 100+ year history in NM
strengthening communities by providing training and
assistance to prevent, prepare for, and respond to disasters
and recruiting and training volunteers for response of
local and national relief operations.

Noteworthy: In FY15, Red Cross in NM responded to 250
disaster emergencies that impacted 275 families / 865
individuals. Year after year, approximately 95% of these
incidents involve home fires, devastating events physically,
emotionally, and financially for families already at risk as
a result of a disaster.

Amigos Del Valle
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The mission of the Adaptive Sports Program of
New Mexico is to enhance the lives of children and adults
with disabilities through outdoor recreation.

Proposal: ASPNM seeks funding to enhance program offerings
for our amazing athletes with disabilities. With activities
ranging from adaptive skiing and snowboarding to golf,
rock climbing, water sports, and much more, ASPNM
gives those living with disabilities the sense of freedom,
accomplishment, and joy that comes from participating
in outdoor activities.

Noteworthy: Many members of the disabled community
often feel isolated due to limited recreational options,
accessible facilities and organized activities. ASPNM is
designed to counter these limitations, opening up a
world of opportunities for these individuals to be active,
enjoy the outdoors, and engage socially.

Mission: The common vision of all who support Amigos
Del Valle is to provide quality in-home personal care so
independent living can be enjoyed by the senior adults
we serve.

Proposal: Amigos Del Valle requests funding to continue
to offer free services to any senior adult who needs help
maintaining independent living. Our primary service is
transporting clients to doctors offices, pharmacies,
hospitals, grocery stores, and paying bills. It also gives
them a family they may not have.

Noteworthy: The latest studies on health care needs in
New Mexico show that low-income Hispanic senior adults
are the least served and constitute the fastest growing
sector in need of services. Amigos del Valle directly
addresses this long term need to facilitate independent
living with a respecatable style.
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HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Bag ‘n Hand Food Pantry
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: To provide nutritious food in a caring environment
to the hungry of Santa Fe.

Proposal: The Bag ‘n Hand food pantry requests funds to
help with purchasing of food to feed the hungry of Santa Fe
and the surrounding communities. We are a volunteer
organization that provides food purchased from the Food
Depot and local grocery stores to more than 200 families
per week, 1/3 of which are children.

Noteworthy: 22% of the residents of New Mexico are below
the federal poverty level. One in three children suffer from
food insecurity. We serve food and kindness to more than
3,000 different clients annually. The need for this mission is
both desperate and urgent.

Bernal Community Center (BCC)
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The mission of the BCC is to improve the quality
of life of the families living in El Valle by identifying,
developing and implementing programs and services that
enhance the vitality of the residents and the community.

Proposal: The Bernal Community Center is the only facility
in this rural community that provides free youth recreation,
computer lab, food distribution and a lending library with
participation of only volunteers, making these programs
possible year-round for our entire community. The BCC
serves as a place for community, family, and cultural/civic
functions.

Noteworthy: We are the only facility in this isolated area
providing free youth recreation, adult activities, a food
pantry, and cultural and social events. Residents need to
have a place to gather to learn, recreate, socialize, and
work with each other. The BCC meets these needs creating
a stronger community.
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Bethel Community Storehouse
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: To express the love of Christ in a tangible way
to those in need in our community.

Proposal: Bethel Community Storehouse is an interfaith
agency whose mission is to minister to the low and no
income people in the rural East Mountain-Greater Estancia
Valley. We provide emergency food, clothing, housewares
and furniture to our qualified clients.

Noteworthy: New Mexico’s children are once again second
in the nation for food insecurity. We at Bethel Community
Storehouse are starting a new campaign this year aimed
at our communities’ children. We are providing each family
with a monthly emergency food box with 3 to 5 days of
food in each box.

Bienvenidos Outreach, Inc.
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: To provide food, clothing and other basic necessities

to those in need of aid in Santa Fe and the surrounding
areas.

Proposal: We requests funds to continue to enhance all our
food programs by adding healthy and nutritious food
selections for the health and well-being of our clients,
especially children and the elderly who continue to be the
most vulnerable to food insecurity.

Noteworthy: According to Hunger in America’s 2014 Survey,
16% of those receiving food aid are grandparents who are
raising their grandchildren. 75% of all surveyed people
report purchasing inexpensive, unhealthy food as the most
common way to have at least some food at home to eat.



Breath of My Heart Birthplace
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Breath of My Heart (BMH) is bringing into reality
a sustainable birthing place that celebrates pregnancy
and birth as a sacred rite of passage through midwifery
care, along with promoting wellness, growth, and healing
in our multicultural communities by honoring woman as
our first environment.

Proposal: Breath of My Heart Birthplace is an Espafola Valley
midwifery clinic and developing birth center that works
to improve access to quality prenatal care, and improve
maternal and infant health outcomes in rural and frontier
communities of northern New Mexico, serving families
through a culturally-appropriate midwifery model of care.

Noteworthy: Healthy People 2020 data indicate that low-
income childbearing people from non-white racial and
ethnic groups and their newborns are more likely to
experience worse overall health and poorer maternal
child health outcomes. Families in the Espanola valley
experience perinatal health disparities.

Breath of My Heart Birthplace
Santa Fe Baby Fund
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Breath of My Heart is bringing into reality a
sustainable birthing place that celebrates pregnancy
and birth as a sacred rite of passage through midwifery
care, along with promoting wellness, growth, and healing
in our multicultural communities by honoring woman as
our environment.

Proposal: Breath of My Heart Birthplace is an Espanola Valley
midwifery clinic and developing birth center that works
to improve access to quality prenatal care, and improve
maternal and infant health outcomes in rural and frontier
communities of northern New Mexico, serving families
through a culturally appropriate midwifery model of care.

Noteworthy: Low income women of color and young
women in the Espanola valley experience structural
barriers to healthcare creating greater risk of poor
perinatal outcomes. 30% of young women and over
35% of Native American women do not currently
access prenatal care at adequate levels.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Cancer Foundation for New Mexico
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The Cancer Foundation for New Mexico (CFFNM)
is a local, independent nonprofit whose mission is to help

save lives by providing the needed support to enable every

northern New Mexican with cancer to access treatment in
Santa Fe. All money raised by CFFNM is used in the
community.

Proposal: Cancer Foundation for NM is the only local,
independent nonprofit to offer consistent services of
transportation reimbursement, lodging and meals to
underserved NM cancer patients during treatment.
CFFNM requests funds for our Meals That Heal program
to provide grocery cards to low-income cancer patients
to ensure good nutrition during treatment.

Noteworthy: More than 18% of northern New Mexicans
live in poverty so demand increases annually for our
Meals That Heal. Nearly 900 $50 grocery cards were put
into the hands of low-income NM cancer patients during
2015 to purchase necessary nutritious foods that are so
critical during treatment and recovery.

CASAQ
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Casa Q's mission is to provide safe living options
and services for lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer
and questioning (LGBTQ) youth who are at risk of or
experiencing homelessness.

Proposal: Casa Q seeks funds to help assist our Transitions
to Success project. The requested funding will support
the addition of one (1) Transitional Case Manager, who will
assist youth with job training and employment, life skills
enhancement and transition into independent living and
mentorship post-discharge.

Noteworthy: National studies have shown that 20-40% of
all homeless youth identify as LGBTQ. LGBTQ youth who
are experiencing homelessness are at greater risk than
other young people. Nearly 65% of these youth have
mental health issues, and they are 7 times more likely
to experience acts of sexual violence.

Catholic Charities Archdiocese of

Santa Fe

Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: At Catholic Charities, our mission is to create
hope for those in need by promoting self-sufficiency,

strengthening families, fighting poverty and building
community.

Proposal: Our Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program

(SNAP) Enrollment Specialist will continue outreach efforts

in Santa Fe to identify those who are eligible for SNAP
benefits. The SNAP Enrollment Specialist will assist the
individuals in navigating the process and in completing
their application for SNAP benefits.

Noteworthy: Research by Feeding America reports that
in 2014 there were 358,770 individuals in New Mexico
experiencing food insecurity, with 19,700 of those
individuals residing in Santa Fe County. We are seeking
to assist those who are eligible for SNAP in their efforts
to apply for and receive benefits.

Children’s Grief Center of New Mexico -
Camp Corazon
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The mission of the Children’s Grief Center
of New Mexico is to provide a safe and supportive
environment where children, teens and their families
can share experiences and feelings while grieving
a death.

Proposal: Camp Corazon is a free, 3-day/2-night camp
program for children and teens who are grieving the death
of a loved one. Camp Corazon serves the vast rural areas
of NM where there are NO grief services for bereaved
youth. Most children who attend Camp Corazon have
had one parent die and have never met another child
with a similar story to share.

Noteworthy: U.S. Census Bureau statistics estimate that by
age 18, 1in 20 children and teens will have experienced
the death of a parent. In addition, many more will face the
death of a sibling, relative, or close friend before finishing
high school (Ewalt and Perkins).
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Community Against Violence, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: CAV’s mission is to foster and support a community
free from all forms of domestic and sexual violence. CAV
responds to people in crisis; provides ongoing support to
aid healing from D/SV and A/N; and reaches out to the
community to educate and prevent future violence.

Proposal: Community Against Violence (CAV) requests funds
to provide comprehensive and safe services to child and
adult survivors of domestic/sexual violence (D/SV) using
best-practices, culturally-appropriate, and trauma-informed
programming. Support of CAV allows for improvement of
programs for survivors in CAV’s coverage area and
throughout the state.

Noteworthy: The 2015 Domestic Violence Trends in NM
Report showed 399 clients received DV services in Taos
County in 2014, and the 2015 NM Sex Crime Trends Report
showed 134 sexual assault survivors were served in Taos
County in 2014. In 2015, CAV responded to 190 suspected
cases of abuse/neglect (A/N).

Compassionate Touch Network
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Compassionate Touch Network promotes mental
health literacy for youth, teens, and adults through
education and the arts. Our three core programs focus
on the critical public health challenge of mental illness,
suicide, and stigma.

Proposal: Compassionate Touch Network acts to meet
a growing need for grassroots mental health literacy,
education, and advocacy to break the stigma of mental
illness within the diverse cultures of northern New Mexico.
Through our free public programs, we are meeting a
critical need that is lacking in our communities.

Noteworthy: According to our survey results, 85% of
northern New Mexicans have erroneous beliefs and
other misconceptions about mental illness. Over half
of all mental health disorders have their onset by age 14.
90% who die by suicide have a diagnosable mental illness.



Concerned Citizens for Nuclear Safety
(CCNS)
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: CCNS'’s mission is to protect all living beings and
the environment from the effects of radioactive and other
hazardous materials now and in the future. The TBDC
represents the interests of all the people of New Mexico
who have been affected by exposure to radiation as a
result of the Trinity test.

Proposal: The Tularosa Basin Downwinders Consortium
seeks funding to continue outreach and distribution
of the Health Impact Assessment to elected officials,
medical facilities and communities to inform passage
of the proposed amendments to the federal Radiation
Exposure Compensation Act (RECA) to include the
Trinity Test downwinders and their progeny.

Noteworthy: RECA has provided over $2 billion in health
care and compensation to those in certain counties in UT,
ID, NV, AZ and pre-1971 NM uranium workers. It does not
include those exposed to the 1945 Trinity Test. Cancer
mortality rates in the four counties surrounding Trinity
are higher than national rates.

Court Appointed Special Advocates First
Judicial District (CASA)
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The mission of CASA, First Judicial District is to
support and promote court-appointed volunteer advocacy
so that abused and neglected children in Santa Fe, Rio
Arriba and Los Alamos Counties, can be safe, establish a
permanent home and have the opportunity to thrive.

Proposal: CASA seeks support so that foster children who
have experienced physical, sexual and emotional abuse,
and severe neglect are no longer in harm’s way, are in a safe,
loving, and forever home and have hope for a normal life.
Our Court Appointed Volunteers are fierce advocates of
the most traumatized and vulnerable children in our
community.

Noteworthy: In 21 years, our CASA Volunteers have
advocated for over 3,000 foster children, including over
130 last year. On average half the children we serve are
birth to five, a third have experienced more than one type
of victimization and over half have physical, cognitive or
mental health disabilities.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

DreamTree Project, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: DreamTree Project is guided by empathy and
integrity to provide a respectful, safe, and structured
environment to support youth in crisis.

Proposal: DreamTree Project requests funds to operate
both its Emergency Youth Shelter and Transitional Living
Program, serving homeless youth ages 12-24 in New Mexico,
as well as our outreach program for raising awareness of
our services. Through these programs, youth receive safe
housing and services to help them move toward
independence.

Noteworthy: Given population data for our 5-county service
area and national statistics from the Substance Abuse and
Mental Health Administration (SAMHSA) showing that 7%
of youth population aged 12 to 17 are homeless annually,
there are an estimated 425 homeless youth in our service
area each year.

Drug Policy Alliance
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: DPA believes that the war on drugs does more harm
than good. Our mission is to advance policies grounded in
science, compassion, health, and human rights, and to
reduce the harms of both drug use and drug prohibition.

Proposal: The Drug Policy Alliance is the leading organization
promoting an approach to drugs grounded on science,
compassion, health, and human rights. As NM’s rate of
drug overdose fatalities skyrockets, we are working with
community groups and government agencies to increase
access to life-saving services for people struggling with
substance use disorders.

Noteworthy: In 2014, 547 people in New Mexico died of a
drug overdose, making overdose the leading cause of
accidental death in the state. New Mexico has the second
highest drug overdose death rate in the country. Counties
in SFCF’s service area are especially hard-hit. Most overdose
deaths are preventable.

Food Depot
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The Food Depot fosters healthy communities by
engaging a network of partners and developing solutions
for a hunger free New Mexico.

Proposal: As the food bank for nine northern New Mexico
counties, The Food Depot provides food to over 145
nonprofit agencies. The Food Depot provides an average
of 400,000 meals each month to people in need.

Noteworthy: According to Feeding America’s Map the Meal
Gap 2015, 17.3% of New Mexicans are food insecure—a total
of 360,920 people. Nearly 1in 5 New Mexicans does not
know where they will get their next meal. 1in 3 children
in New Mexico is experiencing food insecurity right now.

The Friendship Club
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Our mission is to provide and maintain a safe
multi-use community center that promotes sober meetings
and events focusing on mental, spiritual and physical
recovery. We provide an inviting supportive environment
where people in recovery from addictions can heal and
help one another.

Proposal: We provide a safe, inviting community center
where people in recovery can attend 12-step meetings and
sober activities. Our hope is that they will meet others in
recovery and, in turn, find recovery for themselves. We host
over 65 12-step and recovery meetings each week with an
average of 250 people coming through our doors 365 days
each year.

Noteworthy: By completing additional space in our upstairs
area, we will be able to have additional meeting space
where people in recovery and seeking recovery can come.
We know recovery from addictions means better health,
less hospital visits and a more productive life for the
community and families.
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Gerard’s House
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Gerard’s House creates safe places for grieving
children, teenagers and families where healing happens
through acceptance and peer support, improving the
mental, emotional and behavioral health of grieving
children, teenagers and families in Santa Fe and northern
New Mexico.

Proposal: Gerard's House seeks funding for direct services
for youth ages 3 — 21 who have experienced life-changing
loss, such as the death of a parent or other loved one.
Services include 31 weekly peer grief support groups,
suicide-prevention programs, a mobile unit, individual
sessions, and support for parents/caregivers, all free of
charge and bilingual.

Noteworthy: More than 700 students are on waiting lists
for the school-based, Spanish-language Nuestra Jornada
program, helping children and teenagers find healing after
a loved one has died, or when family members have been
deported, kidnapped, have disappeared, or are separated
by borders.

Girl Scouts of New Mexico Trails
Native American Advised Endowment Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of Girl Scouts of New Mexico Trails
(GSNMT) is to create girls of courage, confidence and
character, who make the world a better place.

Proposal: GSNMT's Pueblo Health and Wellness Initiative
is a high-quality preventive health and wellness education
series for Native American girls in Pueblo communities. We
aim to raise girls’ awareness and equip them with the ability
and desire to make healthier choices in school, home, and
everyday life.

Noteworthy: In 2014, NMDOH identified obesity and
teen birth rate for females ages 15 to 17 as “major” health
disparities for Native American girls that require urgent
intervention. Other identified high-risk health-related
issues were for diabetes, substance abuse, and sexually
transmitted diseases.



Habitat for Humanity-Las Vegas
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Habitat for Humanity-Las Vegas (HFH-LV), is a
nonprofit housing ministry that seeks to make shelter
with consciousness and action. HFH-LV does not
discriminate in the selection of homeowner-partners.
Partners are selected by their need, ability to pay and
willingness to partner with HFH-LV.

Proposal: Habitat for Humanity-Las Vegas is seeking funds
to enable us to expand both our new home construction
and our renovation work. We have had several properties
donated recently, and with additional funding for these
renovations, we could serve more new partner families
in the coming year.

Noteworthy: San Miguel County is reported as the poorest
county in New Mexico. According to Federal Census data,
over 37% of Las Vegas residents live in poverty. Decent,
affordable, safe housing is greatly in need. Habitat housing
can help keep families intact and provide safe shelter for
children and adults.

Habitat for Humanity of Taos, Inc.
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Seeking to put God’s love into action, Habitat for
Humanity of Taos brings people together to build homes,
community and hope. Our vision is a world in which
everyone has a decent place to live.

Proposal: HFHT seeks funding to increase our building
capacity by constructing 2 homes simultaneously. This
would allow us to serve 2 low-income families at a time
and to increase the amount of work for visiting work
groups, thus allowing more groups to visit Taos, building
homes and supporting the economy. When we finish two,
we will be given 2 more lots.

Noteworthy: The majority of our construction is accomplished
by groups who come from all over the country/world to
build in Taos, staying in hotels, eating in restaurants, and
spending money. However, they complain there isnt enough
work. Two homes would offer more work for more groups
and result in more low income families housed.

IMPACT Personal Safety
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: IMPACT'’s mission is to prevent violence by building
skills and inspiring individuals to be agents of personal,
community, and cultural change.

Proposal: IMPACT seeks funds to teach youth and adults
skills to prevent violence in their communities and
defend themselves and others against violence through
collaborations with schools, pueblos and nonprofits.
Our students learn to change the culture that creates
violence and also learn concrete bystander and self-
defense strategies to prevent violence.

Noteworthy: Our state has the 3rd highest per capita
incidence of rape and domestic violence in the country
and ranks 4th for violent crimes (FBI, 2014). Prevention and
early intervention is key, as an estimated 44% of women
and 23% of men experience sexual violence during their
lifetimes (CDC, 2014).

IMPACT Personal Safety
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: IMPACT’s mission is to prevent violence by building
skills and inspiring individuals to be agents of personal,
community and cultural change.

Proposal: IMPACT seeks funds to teach LGBTQ youth and
adults skills to prevent violence in their communities and
defend themselves and others against violence through
collaborations with community organizations. IMPACT
works to not only equip “out” youth, but also to create
better environments in which students can feel safe
coming “out.”

Noteworthy: According to the GLSEN 2013 National School
Climate Survey, 85.4% of LGBTQ students reported verbal
harassment, and 39.3% reported physical harassment. In our
classes, 89% of LGBTQ youth report experiencing past
abuse or assault.
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IMPACT Personal Safety
Native American Advised Endowment Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: IMPACT's mission is to prevent violence by building
skills and inspiring individuals to be agents of personal,
community and cultural change.

Proposal: IMPACT seeks funds to teach Native youth and
adults skills to prevent violence in their communities and
defend themselves and others against violence through
collaborations with schools, pueblos, and nonprofits.
Students learn to change the culture that creates violence
and also learn concrete bystander and self-defense
strategies to prevent violence.

Noteworthy: Native Americans are 2.5 times as likely to
experience violent crimes — and at least 2 times more likely
to experience rape or sexual assault crimes — compared to

all other races (National Congress of American Indians, 2013).

INSIDE OUT
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: We believe that all lives have meaning and offer
peer support through our own experiences to individuals
and families reaching toward recovery. As a community
we can create change.

Proposal: Inside Out offers services free of charge and
without appointment to individuals who are seeking
recovery from addiction. Our community is facing an
epidemic of heroin addiction. The center focuses on
evidence based practice modalities. We offer food, clothing
and transportation for those who are struggling. We serve
over 2,800 a year in four counties

Noteworthy: Heroin addiction has tripled in the nation.
Our communities are faced with the obstacles of few
detox and treatment centers. Families and individuals
seeking support have few options without long waiting
lists. Inside Out offers individual and family support
through evidence-based modalities.
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Interfaith Community Shelter Group
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of the Interfaith Community Shelter
(ICS) is to provide shelter, food and clothing to men, women
and children who are homeless in Santa Fe and to promote
self-reliance by providing a point of entry to the other
services necessary to make the transition from homelessness
to stable housing.

Proposal: ICS requests general operating funds. There are
3 components to ICS programming: the seasonal night
shelter, the only shelter in Northern New Mexico to accept
everyone; the Women'’s Summer Safe Haven; and the Day
Services Program, which, with 14 partner providers, provides
medical care, counseling, housing, job assistance, legal aid,
pet care, etc.

Noteworthy: Last year, ICS served 1,263 individuals for 19,101
bed nights, provided 56,460 meals, distributed 36,230 items
of clothing and provided 4,003 showers. In addition, 102
individuals had 111 placements as follows: 74 to permanent
housing; 13 to detox/rehab; 14 to Casa Familia; and 10 to
St. Elizabeth’s.

Interfaith Leadership Alliance - Envision
Santa Fe
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Envision Santa Fe ends the cycle of family
homelessness by mobilizing trained mentors, collaborative
public and private resources, and community leaders who
support families on their path toward self-sufficiency.

Proposal: Envision Santa Fe, a project of the Santa Fe
Interfaith Leadership Alliance, seeks to end homelessness
one family at a time. Volunteer mentors work with families
to provide them with the support they need to move into
permanent housing, learn skills to obtain self-sufficiency,
and access resources to ensure long-term sustainability.

Noteworthy: Homelessness is a chronic problem in Santa Fe
that adversely affects more than 1,200 of our children.
According to the Annie E. Casey Foundation’s 2013 Kids
Count Report, New Mexico’s children are receiving the
worst start in life, nationwide.



Kitchen Angels
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Provide free, freshly prepared and nutritious
meals to homebound individuals living with chronic, life
threatening or terminal illnesses.

Proposal: Our services help improve the health and quality
of life for low-income, homebound residents in the Santa Fe
area who face life challenging or terminal medical conditions
and who cannot meet their nutrition needs. We deliver free,
nutritious, freshly prepared meals to their homes daily.

Noteworthy: One in three chronically ill individuals is
unable to afford food and health care. Home delivery
of meals remains one of the most effective methods of
addressing the nutrition needs of homebound, chronically
il individuals. It also reduces the cost of healthcare and
improves health outcomes.

La Familia Medical Center
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: La Familia Medical Center is dedicated to providing
excellent, affordable, comprehensive medical, dental and
health promotion services which are accessible to everyone
in the community.

Proposal: La Familia Medical Center requests funding for
their healthy children’s initiative, a comprehensive program
providing healthcare to children from conception through
their formative years. Program include prenatal care, dental
care for expectant mothers, teen pregnancy and parenting
classes, well child visits, childhood obesity prevention
and more.

Noteworthy: La Familia’s providers saw 3,000 children in 2015.
42% of our patients are uninsured and 40% of our patients
are on Medicaid. Over 80% of our families are underserved
when it comes to their healthcare needs. La Familia provides
them with a safety net.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Las Cumbres Community Services, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of Las Cumbres is to provide quality
services, public awareness, and integrated community
support for children, adults, and families facing social,
emotional, and/or developmental challenges.

Proposal: Las Cumbres’ Child and Family Services programs
provide therapeutic home visits and family support to
families with children ages birth to six affected by poverty,
trauma, drug abuse, incarceration, abuse/neglect, or
domestic violence. Services include individual and group
supports for parents, grandparents, children, and families.

Noteworthy: According to National KIDS COUNT Data,
40% of children in NM, ages O to 4, are confirmed victims
of maltreatment within the home. Children exposed to
domestic violence have a greater risk for increased future
health problems, including substance abuse and behavioral
health issues.

Las Cumbres Community Services, Inc.
Santa Fe Baby Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of Las Cumbres is to provide quality
services, public awareness, and integrated community
support for children, adults, and families facing social,
emotional, and/or developmental challenges.

Proposal: Counseling and art therapy group for girls 15-18
who are pregnant or parents, exploring how teens process
the experience of their bodies, pregnancy, birth, and
parenting. Toward increased public awareness, we propose
an art exhibition or creation of artistic notecards reflecting
participants’” experience during their enrollment in groups.

Noteworthy: According to the US Dept of Education,
New Mexico ranks 50th in the number of high school
students not graduating on time. By age 22 only around
50% of teen mothers have received a high school diploma
and 30% a GED certificate. (Center for Disease Control
and Prevention 2011)
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Many Mothers
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Many Mothers contributes to the health and
wellbeing of communities by providing physical, emotional,
and practical support to any family following the birth or
adoption of a new baby.

Proposal: Many Mothers requests funds to provide free,
in-home nurturing support to any family following the birth
or adoption of a baby; helping to ease fatigue, depression
and feelings of isolation, enabling the family to better
nurture and bond with baby, which can be critical to the
well-being of the infant, and have sustainable, positive
effects for life.

Noteworthy: In 2012, The American Academy of Pediatrics
issued a landmark warning that toxic stress early in life
can harm a child throughout his or her lifetime, and
recommended home visitation by childcare experts as
one of the most effective ways to combat that stress.

New Mexico Behavioral Health Local
Collaborative Alliance
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The Alliance brings the voice of people who use
behavioral health services to managed care and government
agencies that monitor/provide the services; assures that
administration of services is culturally appropriate; and
supports collaboration to leverage resources and decrease
duplication.

Proposal: Alliance members are service providers, state
agencies, consumers, advocates and representatives from
each Local Collaborative. The LCs educate communities
on prevention, early intervention and personal health
responsibility. The Alliance provides technical support to
LCs as they seek to improve their communities’ behavioral
health care experiences.

Noteworthy: New Mexico is the sixth highest state for highest
incidence of mental illness and lowest rates of access to
care (Parity or Disparity: The State of Mental Health in
America 2015, p. 10). The Alliance seeks to remove barriers
to accessing services so more people might receive the
assistance they need.
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New Mexico Center for Therapeutic Riding
(NMCTR)
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: NMCTR enriches the lives of people with disabilities
and homeless/suspended/adjudicated youth through
professional PATH-certified therapeutic horseback riding
programs that promote physical, behavioral, and mental
health, improve quality of life and independence, and
increase life/leadership skills.

Proposal: NMCTR requests funding to provide life-changing
therapeutic horseback riding for low-income residents
with disabilities that promote health/quality of life/
independence/joy and offer preventative equine-related
health services for homeless/suspended/adjudicated youth
that build leadership/job skills and reduce substance abuse/
suicide/teen pregnancy.

Noteworthy: The need for our therapeutic riding program
is enormous: NM Health Dept. considers prevalence of
adolescent physical activity in Santa Fe County “of concern”;
Santa Fe has 10,000+ residents with disabilities, 1,562 special
education students, and 1,000+ homeless youth. Dropout
rate is above national average.

New Mexico Center on Law and Poverty
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of the New Mexico Center on Law and
Poverty (NMCLP) is to advance economic and social justice
through education, advocacy, and litigation. We work with
low-income New Mexicans to improve living conditions,
increase opportunities, and protect the rights of people
living in poverty.

Proposal: The NM Center on Law and Poverty will collaborate
with state administrators and the court to repair the broken
application and renewal processes of the public benefits
programs. Our project will positively impact the 40% of
New Mexicans receiving Medicaid and the 25% receiving
food assistance, including tens of thousands of northern
New Mexicans.

Noteworthy: Improper procedures deny benefits to eligible
families in a high percentage of cases: 97% of families
whose Medicaid applications were closed for procedural
reasons were actually eligible all along. Similarly, improper
procedures are used in 49% of the cases that are denied
food assistance benefits.



New Mexico Coalition Against Domestic
Violence (NMCADV)
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of the New Mexico Coalition Against
Domestic Violence is to lead a coordinated and effective
response to domestic violence throughout the state.

Proposal: Utilizing their board of directors, 26 programs, and
numerous stakeholders the NMCADV is embarking on a
project to create the future of domestic violence services
in New Mexico. By convening, informing, and empowering
domestic violence programs and select stakeholders, the
NMCADV will develop, promote and evaluate a future
course.

Noteworthy: NMCADV builds the capacity of 26 domestic
violence programs to respond effectively to domestic
violence in their communities. Many are small, underfunded,
rural and in need of access to timely support, relevant
training and competent policy advocacy in order to
adequately serve their communities.

New Mexico Community
AIDS Partnership
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The New Mexico Community AIDS Partnership
works to assure that the diverse populations of New Mexico
receive high quality, culturally appropriate HIV prevention,
education and care. Understanding that social constructs
affect access to quality care, we combat stigma and support
social justice.

Proposal: NMCAP will address disparities in access and
quality of care affecting poor, marginalized and stigmatized
communities and support social change to increase health
equity and social justice for lesbian, gay, bisexual and
transgender people, people living with HIV, and other
marginalized groups.

Noteworthy: NMDOH reports that LGBTQ students in
New Mexico are more than three times as likely to
attempt suicide as their straight peers. Studies report
that approximately 50% of transgender people avoid or
delay accessing necessary care due to previous bad
experiences with the health care system.

New Mexico Community AIDS Partnership
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The New Mexico Community AIDS Partnership
works to assure that the diverse populations of New Mexico
receive high quality, culturally appropriate HIV prevention,
education and care. Understanding that social constructs
affect access to quality care, we combat stigma and support
social justice.

Proposal: NMCAP will address disparities in access and
quality of care for LGBTQ youth and adults through a
combination of research, training, consultation and
collaboration. We will work with partners across the
state to implement innovative programs to increase
health and well-being for LGBTQ people.

Noteworthy: More than 65% of new cases of HIV in NM
occur among young gay and bisexual men. LGBTQ students
in NM schools are twice as likely to smoke as non-LGBTQ
students. Almost 50% of transgender people report avoiding
necessary medical care due to fear of discrimination
and poor treatment.

New Mexico Community Data Collaborative
(NMCDC)
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The New Mexico Community Data Collaborative
builds community capacity to move data into action.
Our volunteer network of analysts and facilitators develops
and shares neighborhood data with NM organizations that
promote community assessment, health in all policies and
participatory decision making.

Proposal: The New Mexico Community Data Collaborative
requests support for our unique and valued service of
providing public data access and community assessment
training for NM nonprofit organizations. Comprehensive,
neighborhood data for planning and collective action
make our community of health and social advocates
smarter, stronger and more effective.

Noteworthy: There is a great demand for neighborhood
health and social data in our state. NMCDC received 172
requests for data assistance related to community health
assessment in a recent 11 month period. Our online
interactive data commons (http://nmcdc.maps.arcgis.com/
home) is visited 1,500 times per month.
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The New Mexico Farmers’ Marketing
Association
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The New Mexico Farmers’ Marketing Association
is dedicated to supporting direct-market agricultural
producers and creating healthy communities across the
state through public education, food access and nutrition
programs, technical assistance, and advocacy.

Proposal: To create the New Mexico Nutrition Center
that will provide SNAP education to promote healthy
eating among SNAP population and enhance community
partnerships and their collective impact by: 1) training
health educators; 2) educating the public through practice-
tested social marketing campaigns; and 3) delivering a
SNAP Rx program at health clinics.

Noteworthy: One in five New Mexicans is enrolled in SNAP
and studies show the linkage between poverty, poor
nutrition and chronic health issues, thus highlighting the
need for programs that promote increased consumption
of fresh fruits and vegetables among SNAP participants
and other low-income groups.

New Mexico Immigrant Law Center
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: NMILC's mission is to advance equity and justice by
empowering low-income immigrant communities through
collaborative legal services, advocacy and education.

Proposal: Ensuring safety for immigrant victims of domestic
violence and neglected, abandoned, and abused children
through immigration legal advocacy in partnership with
community organizations.

Noteworthy: According to a recent study published in
the Journal of Migration and Human Security, 14.3% of
undocumented immigrants actually qualify for a permanent
status, but are unaware of their eligibility. Eligibility for
such legal status often includes victims of domestic
violence and abuse.
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New Mexico Kids Matter Inc.
Native American Advised Endowment Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: New Mexico Kids Matter believes every child who's
been abused and neglected deserves to have a dedicated
advocate speaking up for their best interest and safety in
court, at school and in our community.

Proposal: New Mexico Kids Matter requests funds to recruit
and train Native Americans volunteers to become Court
Appointed Special Advocates (CASA) for Native American
children who are in foster care. CASA is the only child
advocacy group working in the court system that provides
a caring, consistent adult focused on the well-being of a
single child.

Noteworthy: Native American children in ABQ are 14% of the
foster care population but just 2% of the child population.
Native American children are 2.8 times more likely to be in
foster care then other races. 188 Native American foster
children from 50 different pueblos and tribes are in foster
care in ABQ.

New Mexico Legal Aid, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: NMLA is the voice, defender, and advocate for poor
people who are seeking justice in all forums, particularly in
the communities in which they live. NMLA is committed to
help poor people in their struggle to access food, shelter,
security and to preserve their unique cultural heritages.

Proposal: In northern New Mexico, each year New Mexico
Legal Aid provides legal advocacy to help 1,200 low income
women with children, the disabled, sexual minorities,
veterans and others keep their homes and achieve safer,
more stable lives. With your support, NMLA helps the
most vulnerable in our community gain access to justice.

Noteworthy: New Mexico has the highest rate of child
poverty in the nation and ranks 3rd for incidents of
domestic violence. Legal aid is a proven strategy to
address the underlying causes of poverty and help
families gain safer, healthier, more stable and
secure lives.



New Mexico Suicide Intervention Project
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: NMSIP’s mission is to reduce the risk of youth suicide
in Santa Fe County and northern New Mexico through a
well-coordinated, collaborative set of initiatives that address
risk, resiliency and accessibility for the target population.

Proposal: New Mexico Suicide Intervention Project (NMSIP)
requests your investment in a multitude of solutions that
address the loss of hopefulness and despair that may lead a
young person to take their own life. Services provide youth,
up to 21 years of age, with the skills and personal resources
necessary to increase resilience and reduce suicide risk.

Noteworthy: According to the NM Department of Health,
New Mexico youth experience a suicide rate more than
60% higher than U.S. youth. In 2013, suicide was the second
leading cause of death in New Mexico youth, 10-24 years
of age.

New Mexico Suicide Intervention Project
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: NMSIP’s mission is to reduce the risk of youth suicide
in Santa Fe County and northern New Mexico through a
well-coordinated, collaborative set of initiatives that address
risk, resiliency and accessibility for the target population.

Proposal: The New Mexico Suicide Intervention Project
(NMSIP) offers effective solutions for enhanced safety in
local schools through programs that encourage positive
peer relationships, inclusion and other protective factors
that strengthen resilience of all students and impact the
unique needs of LGBTQ youth.

Noteworthy: National sources report LGB youth are 4 times
more likely, and questioning youth are 3 times more likely,
to attempt suicide as their straight peers. Each episode of
LGBT victimization increases the likelihood of self-harming
behavior by 2.5 times on average.
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Nihitaa’ Binaanish (Our Father’s Business)
Native American Advised Endowment Fund
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: To serve the Navajo Nation by improving the lives
of low-income Diné people through mentoring and self-
help projects in the areas of job training and construction,
life skills, advocacy, educational opportunities and
spiritual growth.

Proposal: Nihitaa' Binaanish (Our Father’s Business) seeks funds
to mentor and train unemployed Navajo tribal members in
carpentry skills and a strong Navajo work ethic as they build
ramps and do home repair for the poorest of the poor on
the Navajo Nation.

Noteworthy: According to the Navajo Nation Office of
Economic Development, an estimated 43% of Navajo people
live below the federal poverty line, and the unemployment
rate is 42%. Nihitaa’ Binaanish designs and supports self-help
projects which help reduce poverty and unemployment on
the reservation.

Pecos Valley Medical Center
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Pecos Valley Medical Center is dedicated to providing
quality, affordable patient care; promoting preventive
medicine and healthy lifestyles; developing educational
outreach; and ensuring community involvement.

Proposal: Improving healthcare outcome for underserved
and underprivileged children and adolescents. The 20162017
PVMC goals and objectives are to establish family medicine,
pediatrics and OBGYN services to residents of San Miguel
and Santa Fe counties. PYMC is working closely with
the Pecos Schools to bring about healthier children and
adolescents by integrating PVMC services into the local
school district.

Noteworthy: The Pecos Valley Medical Center is the only
organization in NM that provides primary and dental care
to Pecos residents. In 2015, approximately 50% of patient
population was at or below federal poverty level.
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Ronald McDonald House Charities of
New Mexico
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Ronald McDonald House Charities of New Mexico
provides comfort, care and a home away from home for
families whose children are in medical treatment.

Proposal: Ronald McDonald House Charities of New Mexico
has had an unchanged, unduplicated mission to provide
comfort, care, and a home away from home for families
whose children are in medical treatment. The focus of the
organization is to keep the healing presence and touch of
parents within reach of their hospitalized children.

Noteworthy: In 2015, the Ronald McDonald House provided
lodging for 78 families with ill or injured children from
Santa Fe County; they spent 1,287 nights at the House.
Half of the families served had a premature birth and
required medical services not available in Santa Fe.

Saint Elizabeth Shelter Corporation
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: To assist homeless individuals and families by
providing emergency shelter, food, case management,
counseling, supportive housing and referrals to partnering
human-services agencies. Our ultimate goal is to end the
cycle of homelessness.

Proposal: St. Elizabeth Shelter requests operating support for
our five residential programs - two emergency shelters and
three longer-term supportive housing apartment complexes
- and outreach services to those still on the streets that
assist more than 2,000 homeless men, women and children
every year.

Noteworthy: St. Elizabeth Shelter assisted more than
2,200 homeless men, women and children in 2015 by
providing housing (43,598 bed nights), food (50,564 meals),
case-management and counseling (20,497 units) and
disbursements (36,117 items) while moving 66% of those
staying with us into housing and new lives.
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Saint Elizabeth Shelter Corp / Casa Familia
Santa Fe Baby Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: To assist homeless individuals and families by
providing emergency shelter, food, case management,
counseling, supportive housing and referrals to partnering
human service agencies. St. Elizabeth’s ultimate goal is to
end the cycle of homelessness.

Proposal: Casa Familia plans a small remodel to better meet
the needs of the program’s homeless children by creating
trauma-informed play spaces in our case management
offices, indoor playroom, and outdoor playground. The
areas will feature objects intuitive to play and hard to break,
positioning the children to succeed in this environment.

Noteworthy: Casa Familia houses 350 homeless women and
children per year with short term emergency shelter while
working together with them to locate housing and build
skills needed for long term stability. During this time, we
connect guests to ALL available resources, to help maintain
independent living.

The Samaritan House, Inc.
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Samaritan House provides a “Continuum of Care”
to those in crisis due to homelessness and poverty. We
collaborate with community agencies to seek individual
and social transformation through identifying and
addressing the causes of poverty.

Proposal: Samaritan House (SH) serves homeless and
impoverished individuals and families in San Miguel, Mora,
and Guadalupe counties of New Mexico. We work with
those in crisis and transition to address basic and essential
needs of food, emergency shelter, case management and
support for long term change.

Noteworthy: People in our community suffer from food
insecurity, hunger, homelessness, or need emergency shelter
to escape domestic violence. These severe crises demand
access to help. Child poverty is the highest in the nation at
30%. 2000 non-duplicated individuals per year receive SH's
“Continuum of Care” services.



Santa Fe Century Committee
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Founded in 1985, the mission of the Santa Fe Century

is to promote cycling in New Mexico, to educate cyclists on
safety and cycling etiquette, and to encourage cycling
participation among all age ranges.

Proposal: The Santa Fe Century improves the quality of life
in Santa Fe by providing a friendly, supportive, low-cost
venue for cyclists of all ages and abilities to challenge
themselves with a 20-, 50-, or 100-mile ride. Over 2,500
riders participate in the joy of riding a bike, demonstrating
that cycling is fun and important to our community.

Noteworthy: 82% of bicycle commuters believe their health
has improved since they started bicycle commuting. An
organized cycling event like the Century helps position
Santa Fe as a bicycle-friendly community and promotes
cycling as a viable commuting option, helping to improve
the health of our community.

Santa Fe Children’s Museum, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Building on a child’s natural sense of joy and
discovery, SFCM cultivates habits of inquiry through
facilitated play. Our informal learning environments
encourage children and their families to engage with
interactive exhibits and programs. We serve a diverse
economic, ethnic and cultural community.

Proposal: Wee Wednesdays at the Children’s Museum is a
weekly morning of facilitated play for birth-to-5 toddlers
and parents or kin. All exhibits and activities are supported
by mentors who meld play with development. Our toddler-
specific exhibits advance physical, social and psychological
skills, and we help adults discover how to support play as
learning.

Noteworthy: The Annie E. Casey Foundation Kids Count
Data Book, 2016, says: among New Mexico’s poor young
children (0-4) 65% are not in preschool, and parents of 26%
(0-5) say their child has difficulty talking, getting along
with others and understanding what is said to them,
suggesting a developmental delay.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Santa Fe Community College Foundation
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Santa Fe Community College Foundation assists
SFCC by providing funds for program development and
support, endowed faculty chairs, capital campaigns and
student scholarships. This request is to support a
Community Health Worker Certification in School of
Sciences, Health, Engineering and Math.

Proposal: SFCC will offer specialty certificate trainings for
Community Health Workers in Rio Arriba and Santa Fe
counties in critical areas of obesity, behavioral health/
substance abuse and diabetes. Trainings expand workforce
skills to help alleviate healthcare disparities and shortages,
and to facilitate reduction of prevalent chronic disease and
drug addictions.

Noteworthy: NM has severe healthcare provider shortages.
Gaps are high in rural areas and place enormous burdens
on social, economic and public health sectors. Community
Health Workers provide frontline healthcare services, reach
underserved populations, act as key patient advocates and
positively impact health gaps.

Santa Fe County Sheriff’s Posse
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: We are volunteer men and women who train for and
conduct mounted search and rescue missions in Santa Fe
County, New Mexico, on request by the New Mexico State
Police. We assist the Sheriff’s Department with public
events, but are not law enforcement officers.

Proposal: The Posse formed in 1941 with a law and order
function, but since 1978 the Posse has been a search and
rescue operation. The all volunteer Posse saves lives by
working as a team with State Police to find lost hikers
and campers in the rugged Santa Fe National Forest.

The Posse needs better radios to improve communication
with base camp.

Noteworthy: The Posse conducted twenty searches last year.
Each search takes about four days and involves dozens of
volunteers and their horses. Sometimes they rescue a lost
hiker and sometimes they only retrieve the deceased.
Improving radio communication greatly increases the
odds for successful searches.
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Santa Fe Farmers Market Institute
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Our mission is to advocate for SFFM farmers,
ranchers and other land-based producers; provide equitable
access to fresh, local food; own and operate a year-round
venue for the Santa Fe Farmers’ Market; and manage
programs to help sustain a profitable, locally-based
agricultural community.

Proposal: Through microloans and free trainings, SFFMI
improves the businesses of local farmers. We educate the
community about the importance of local agriculture.
Access to healthy, local food for low income people is
increased through our Double Up Food Bucks program.
These initiatives help sustain a well-rounded and locally-
based agricultural community.

Noteworthy: According to the NM Association of Food Banks
2014 Hunger Study, 70,000 hungry New Mexicans seek food
assistance every week. 75% of those report purchasing
inexpensive, unhealthy food as the most common way
to have at least some food at home to eat.

Santa Fe Habitat for Humanity
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The mission of Santa Fe Habitat for Humanity is to
promote affordable home ownership for Santa Fe area
residents by constructing simple, adequate, and energy
efficient new homes and repairing or rehabilitating existing
homes through the cooperative efforts of partner families,
volunteers, donors, and staff.

Proposal: Santa Fe Habitat requests funds to increase our
capacity to build more homes for low-income residents in
Santa Fe County, administer our required homeowner
economic education program, and support our new
program to help repair/rehab existing homes of low-income
homeowners who don’t have the resources or the ability to
make repairs themselves.

Noteworthy: The poverty rate in Santa Fe is 16.7%. Home
repairs and rehabs enable current homeowners to improve
homes and provide energy efficient upgrades. Santa Fe’s
population is becoming older, and we serve low income
elderly and disabled clients living on fixed incomes without
funds for critical home repairs.
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Santa Fe Indian Center
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Santa Fe Indian Center is designed by and for
American Indian people with the mission of supporting,
promoting, and enriching our vital, diverse community
by identifying and serving the needs and interests of
our people.

Proposal: Santa Fe Indian Center is an all-volunteer
organization dedicated to building a sense of community
within the urban Indian population and serving identified
needs and interests. Funding is needed to support programs
such as promoting healthy lifestyle, gatherings, emergency
assistance to individuals and families in need, and operating
expenses.

Noteworthy: 72% of all American Indian/Alaska Natives and
78% of all AL/AN children live in cities, and face extreme
disparities across all major sectors of life and community
including: child/family services, housing/homelessness,
economic development/employment, and health/wellness
(including the justice system).

Santa Fe Indian Center
Native American Advised Endowment Fund
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Santa Fe Indian Center is designed by and for
American Indian people with the mission of supporting,
promoting, and enriching our vital, diverse community by
identifying and serving the needs and interests of our
people.

Proposal: Santa Fe Indian Center is an all-volunteer
organization dedicated to building a sense of community
within the urban Indian population and serving identified
needs and interests. Funding is needed to support programs
such as promoting healthy lifestyle, gatherings, emergency
assistance to individuals and families in need, and operating
expenses.

Noteworthy: 72% of all American Indian/Alaska Natives and
78% of all AL/AN children live in cities and face extreme
disparities including: child/family services, housing/
homelessness, economic development/employment, and
health/wellness (including the justice system).

Santa Fe Mountain Center
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: We are dedicated to transforming lives and
strengthening communities. We promote personal
discovery and social change through behavioral health
and wellness and innovative learning experiences in
wilderness, community and cultural environments.

Proposal: Santa Fe Mountain Center’s Adventures in a
Caring Community (ACC) is an evidenced based, NREPP
listed, experiential learning program. ACC targets the entire
5th grade level at identified elementary schools and focuses
on bullying, violence, and substance abuse prevention to
increase students’ resiliency and promote life skills.

Noteworthy: A national survey found nearly 30% of students
are involved in bullying, either being bullied or bullying
others (Espelage, et al, 2004). Any involvement in bullying
often leads to other risk factors including higher rates of
suicide, depression, post-traumatic stress disorder, and
substance abuse.

Santa Fe Mountain Center
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: We are dedicated to transforming lives and
strengthening communities. We promote personal
discovery and social change through behavioral health
and wellness and innovative learning experiences in
wilderness, community and cultural environments.

Proposal: The Santa Fe Mountain’s Center (SFMC) requests
funds to support the New Mexico Genders and Sexualities
Alliance Network (NMGSAN). The NMGSAN seeks to work
and empower LGBTQ+ youth in schools and communities
at local, statewide and nationwide levels.

Noteworthy: According to the CDC, negative attitudes
towards LGBTQ+ people put LGBTQ+ youth at increased
risk for unsafe school climates, including violence. In a
national study of middle and high school students, LGBT
students (61%) were more likely than their non-LGBT
peers to feel unsafe.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Santa Fe Need and Deed, Inc.
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: We are a volunteer driven, grass-roots, nonprofit
organization helping homeless and near-homeless adults
in Santa Fe City and County navigate social services and
healthcare systems as they seek to become housed, obtain
social services, and the medical and mental health care
needed for survival.

Proposal: We seek support for our ongoing Mentorship
Program, providing adult homeless individuals with trained
mentors to help them navigate the healthcare, mental
health, social services, and housing system ($5000.00)
This also includes mentor training using Mental Health
First Aid and Trauma Informed Response as well as in-
house training sessions and counseling.

Noteworthy: The New Mexico Coalition to End Homelessness
lists homeless adults in Santa Fe County at around 1300.
We support many individuals who prefer not to go to local
shelters. Our ‘Client-Friends’ live under bridges, in the
mountains or often in their vehicles.

Santa Fe Prevention Alliance
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Collaborates to prevent and reduce underage
drinking and other harmful substance use by leveraging
resources to implement culturally appropriate, evidence-
based best practices in education, prevention and policy
to positively change community norms and behavior
around alcohol, opioids and other drugs.

Proposal: The Santa Fe Prevention Alliance proposes to
increase community lay person access to the opioid
overdose antidote drug Naloxone. Further, this effort
will include intensive overdose prevention education and
outreach efforts to individuals and their families who are
at risk for a heroin or prescription opioid overdose in
Santa Fe County.

Noteworthy: For most of the past twenty years, New Mexico
has led the United States in opioid overdose deaths. In 2014,
547 people in New Mexico died from an overdose, surpassing
death rates from gunshot wounds and car crashes. Santa Fe
County has the 12th highest opioid overdose death rate in
the state.
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HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Solace Crisis Treatment Center
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Our mission is to provide all individuals who
have experienced trauma with evidence-based treatment,
advocacy services for navigating community resources,
and education in order to restore strength and find inner
resiliency.

Proposal: Solace requests funds to provide support and
advocacy to children, adults, and families who have
experienced trauma or witnessed violent crimes, including
sexual assault. Our services: sexual assault nurse examiners;
forensic interviewing of children; 24/7 crisis hotline; case
coordination, e.g. court hearings, orders of protection,
referrals.

Noteworthy: Last year, Solace helped almost 5,500
individuals: resources for 480 survivors of violent crimes;
425 with clinical services; and about 4,500 with sexual
violence education and prevention.

Solace Crisis Treatment Center
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Our mission is to provide all individuals who have
experienced trauma with evidence-based treatment,
advocacy services for navigating community resources,
and education in order to restore strength and find inner
resiliency.

Proposal: Solace offers immediate professional crisis
stabilization assessment and counseling, a 24-hour crisis
line, and cutting-edge prevention programming. We believe
that homophobia and transphobia are forms of sexual
violence. We support clients in the LGBTIQ community
through times of crisis.

Noteworthy: One area of need Solace addresses: The National
Center for Lesbian Rights notes, “1 in 8 lesbians and nearly
half of all bisexual women experience rape in their lifetime.”
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Soul Healing Center
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: The Soul Healing Center (SHC) will provide state-of-
art integrative, mental health care for individuals who have
been impacted by trauma. We transform survival into a life
worth living. The agency will focus on healing communities
that have been disenfranchised and marginalized over
generations.

Proposal: The SHC is requesting funds to create the physical
Healing Circles,” a

“r»

environment needed to conduct
restorative justice model to examine and address the deep
and layered impact of trauma caused by perpetrators
involved in the juvenile justice system. This model brings
offenders, victims and members of the community together
to heal the damage.

Noteworthy: The Hispanic and Native American communities
make up 57% of the state’s population (Census, 2014), yet
represent the super majority of incarcerated youths in
juvenile detention. A 2007 study by Sherman and Strang
concluded that restorative justice reduces the recidivism
rate more than prison.

St. Vincent Hospital Foundation
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Established in 1980, the mission of St. Vincent
Hospital Foundation is to improve the health of the
community by supporting CHRISTUS St. Vincent Regional
Medical Center as it provides excellent, compassionate
healthcare to the patients and families it serves, regardless
of ability to pay.

Proposal: Books for Babies and Reach Out and Read are early
literacy programs implemented at the hospital and at
pediatric clinics. These programs provide high-quality
children’s books and information on the importance of
reading to babies and young children to over 1,500 babies
born at the hospital, and more than 5,800 children seen
at the clinics.

Noteworthy: While most parents believe in doing the
best for their children, only 48% of young children in the
United States are read to on a daily basis. Among low-
income families, only 36% of children are read to daily,
and 61% of low-income families have no children’s books
in their homes.



Storydancer Project, Inc.
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: The Storydancer Project (TSP), a nonprofit
artistic health resource organization, serves girls, women,
children and families facing challenging life circumstances
by providing innovative self-care exercise and movement
arts programs that foster greater health, self-worth,
resilience and leadership.

Proposal: The Storydancer Project (TSP) works to improve
outcomes for domestic violence survivors, offenders
and counselors in Santa Fe and statewide by offering a
trauma-informed, body/mind approach to stress relief
and resilience. TSP has programs and trainings in Esperanza
Shelter, NM Navajo Nation and through NM Coalition
Against Domestic Violence.

Noteworthy: NM has one of the highest rates of domestic
violence (DV) in the nation. DV profoundly affects emotional
and physical health, not only of survivors, but also of
witnesses and counselors. TSP trauma relief works on
the body/mind effects of DV through group movement
practice, discussion and exercise.

Tewa Women United
Native American Advised Endowment Fund

Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: The Tewa Women United (TWU) operational mission
is to provide safe spaces for Indigenous women to uncover
the power, strength and skills they possess to become
positive forces for social change in their families and
communities.

Proposal: Tewa Women United and the Care Coalition for
Northern Families (CCNF) will increase the use of trauma
informed practices to reduce re-traumatization, burnout and
compassion fatigue among community providers through
trainings and dialogue to improve health and well-being.

Noteworthy: The poverty rates in the six tewa speaking
pueblos range from a low of 13% to a high of 35% of children
living in poverty.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

Transgender Resource Center of New Mexico
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: TGRCNM is dedicated to serving the transgender
communities in the state of New Mexico. TGRCNM provides
resources which support, assist, educate, and advocate for
transgender people of this state, as well as their families and
loved ones.

Proposal: TGRCNM is the only agency in the state of
New Mexico dedicated to serving the transgender
community. We provide education to the general public
about transgender lives and issues, individual and policy
advocacy, and direct services to transgender people and
their families. Please invest in sustaining and growing our
vital work.

Noteworthy: From the groundbreaking study, Injustice At
Every Turn: Of the almost 6,500 respondents, 15% lived in
extreme poverty, reporting a household income of less than
$10,000/year compared to 4% of the general population.

A staggering 41% of respondents attempted suicide.

United Way Santa Fe County
Santa Fe Baby Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: United Way of Santa Fe County strives to engage the
whole community, bringing together people and resources
to create increased opportunities for children and families
to achieve their dreams and aspirations. The focus of our
work is implementing effective and proven early childhood
strategies.

Proposal: UWSFC supports pregnant teens and teen
parents by providing Prenatal Support Groups, Great
Start Postpartum home visiting, First Born home visiting,
and parenting workshops. We seek to establish a presence
at the two Teen Parent Centers at the local high schools.

Noteworthy: Teens in our community face great challenges
balancing demands from family, friends, work, and school.
The difficulty of negotiating this terrain is demonstrated by
the fact, in any given year, approximately 40% of our teens
leave school without a diploma.

Villa Therese Catholic Clinic
Requested Amount: $10,000

Mission: Our mission is to serve the underserved with quality
health care in a responsible manner.

Proposal: Villa Therese Catholic Clinic requests funds to
provide medical and dental services to economically
challenged, uninsured, or undocumented immigrant families.
Services are offered regardless of income, religious affiliation,
or citizen status. VTCC respectfully requests support in the
amount of $10,000 for operational expenses.

Noteworthy: Nearly all of our clients, 95%, are Hispanic from
immigrant and undocumented families who are uninsured.
Many can only receive services at VTCC. In 2015, 1,810
patient visits were reported; 652 medical patients and 1,158
dental patients. 842 of the appointments were for children,
ages birth to 18.

Young Fathers of Santa Fe
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: YFSF’s mission and purpose is to provide support,
resources, and skills to promote healthy and responsible
fathering in young families. YFSF nurtures connections
between the father, the family, and the community to
promote self, family, and community health.

Proposal: Young Fathers propagates a healthy and nurturing
interpretation of masculinity. Primarily, by providing group
and case management services to support young fathers
meeting the needs of their children. We also facilitate small
group sessions for at-risk boys in middle schools and work
with agencies and policy makers to improve services for
men and boys.

Noteworthy: Father involvement is associated with improved
cognitive and social development for children, as well as
higher education aspirations for adolescents. YFSF is
increasing healthy father involvement and supporting
boys and agencies in addressing the disappointing
outcomes amongst some groups of boys.
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Young Fathers of Santa Fe
Santa Fe Baby Fund
Requested Amount: $5,000

Mission: Young Fathers Santa Fe’s mission and purpose is to
provide support, resources, and skills to promote healthy
and responsible fathering in young families. YSFS nurtures
connections between the father, the family, and the
community to promote self, family, and community health.

Proposal: Substantially accumulating research results indicate
the value of fathers to their children, and YFSF provides
groups and individualized support for young dads. YFSF
provides FUTURE MEN PROJECT, a weekly school-based
mentorship and education group, to at-risk boys in middle
school. YFSF addresses current cultural norms that present
barriers to many fathers and men by working with community
and agencies.

Noteworthy: Absent and insufficiently engaged fathering is
linked with a variety of social challenges and negative
outcomes for children. Children without active fathers are
more likely to experience poverty, behavioral and learning
challenges, as well as unintended pregnancy, dropping out
of school and involvement with the criminal justice system.
When dads are involved, we see improved pregnancy and
birth outcomes, reduced post-partum depression in mothers
and improved developmental outcomes for children.

Young Women United
Envision Fund
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Young Women United is a community organizing and
policy organization led by and for self-identified young
women of color in New Mexico. We work to ensure all
people have access to the information, education, and
resources they need to make real decisions about their
own bodies and lives.

Proposal: Young Women United seeks resources to support
policy and culture shift strategies to engage LGBTQ young
people of color in youth led, reproductive health research,
civic engagement and systems change within the juvenile
justice system.

Noteworthy: In 2013, New Mexico’s Youth Risk and Resiliency
Survey found 1in 3 Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual students in
New Mexico middle schools and high schools have
attempted suicide.



Youth Shelters and Family Services, Inc.
Requested Amount: $15,000

Mission: Youth Shelters and Family Services delivers life-
changing services to homeless, runaway, and in-crisis
youth by providing shelter and addressing health, safety,
education, and workforce opportunities so they can
achieve lifelong independence.
